Agenda items:

1. General plans for BiomedGT/Broad Vision:  Frank went over the document on Gforge (see gforge.nci.nih.gov/projects/biomedgt. It is under docs/BiomedGT Project Documents/Product Documents.) He discussed BiomedGT as a green field project under CBIIT. It will be an open development project, with a similar governance model as caBIG. Today’s meeting was the Internal Kick Off.  Frank expects once we get up and running there will be a rapid release cycle. Liz asked how we would aggregate information and how there would be notification to the outside collaborators. Frank stated everyone on the Wiki will be registered and we will have their CV.  Work in Wiki is provisional, once a concept is closed between collaborators, it will be flagged and sent to Protégé for editors to QA. There was a general discussion of how editorial control will be split with collaborators and overseen by our editors before insertion into Protégé.  Other general discussion ensued about changing the QA phase of the production process as it is felt that it has not been utilized in the past by end users to test the new content.  (We may be able to do some semi-automated QA of content internally, though.)  Frank wanted to emphasize that we can modify our process from what we have used in the past, as it makes sense to do so.

Editors are currently working from a spreadsheet to identify common words.  John Bradsher reports there were about 5000 concepts in the NCI Kind and Property and Attributes Kind; of those, approximately 2000 qualify as common words.  Frank mentioned that UCUM measurement concepts will not be included as common words and will be tagged as UCUM. Common words will not be treed and their definitions will be maintained by owl version of Wordnet.  Liz has begun looking at the Gene Kind for header concepts that qualify as navigational nodes.  Nicole will begin looking in different kinds for common words and navigational nodes.  There was a discussion that we would need to create properties for both of these.  A single property with multiple values to tag common or navigational nodes will be created. (Action Item for Gilberto).

Note: The goal of a first version of BiomedGT is not perfection, but something that is good enough for collaborators to be able to collaborate.  Perhaps we should call it an alpha or beta rather than production.

Plan:  Frank and Gilberto will further develop the Scope Document, and Frank and Sherri will further develop the Charter Document for the BiomedGT project.  Both documents will be reviewed at the next scheduled meeting of September 11, 2007.  Sherri will direct further searches for common words and navigational nodes.

2.  Tentative plans for outside collaboration:  The External Kick Off is scheduled for the September 18-20 meeting when Sherri is in town.  External kick-off to include outside collaborators such as Nanotech, Hawaiian Nutrition (w/ FAO and DCP), Clinical Trial Ontology (UK CGrid), and CTCAE(V/CDE & CTEP).

3. Rough scope and schedule for getting BiomedGT to published version:  Gilberto discussed the BiomedGt Beta and BiomedGT Production Live timelines.   There are things that need to be accomplished such as: determining top ontology to be used in BiomedGT; Establish class structure of root BiomedGT; Top level BGT under appropriate ULO and tag concepts as: concept, thesaurus, and word; and determine a strategy for creation/federation of subject matter domains.  The timeline is behind schedule and will need to be updated.  Plan: Gilberto will hold meetings with editors to discuss this further.  Timeline to be updated and communicated by Gilberto.
4. Training requirements:  There will be editor training with Harold of Apelon, and follow-up to training.  Dates were not announced. (Collaborators will also need to be trained in using the semantic media wiki.)
5. Status of Semantic Wiki Development: A local Semantic Media Wiki status/discussion meeting is being set up for alternating Thursdays.
6. September 18-20 planning meeting:  Sherri will be in town for this meeting and it will include the external kick-off with collaborators.
