· If something is failing and it’s supposed to fail and then that could be fine.  Steve mentioned that he likes to have everything accounted for.  So it’d be good to have a gforge item for these things to account for these.
· We’ve adjusted our build scripts for BDA process.  We’re working on debugging deployment.  We don’t have admin access to Anthill Pro environment. We’ve requested and hope to get that so we can move forward. 
· We’re hoping to get our Jboss instances, credentials and URLs by Friday for deployment to Dev. 

· Rob loaded a new version of NCI Thesaurus.  Hopefully we can get that into the pipeline for Production.  So is all the content available on Dev for us?  Per Rob, yes the content is there.  However we are going to need to load this on a LexBIG 5.0 installation.  We’re going to need to have all the source files for all the vocabularies and use the new loaders in LexBig to get into the new database structure.  The new data services need to run against the new database format. That’s why we need it reloaded. If we could target next week that would be good. Rob thought most of the source files are posted to Gforge.  He’ll get the latest ones posted.
