	· Frank had a discussion this morning about getting fixed dates.  It was clear that everyone joined in and that this is an issue. Frank is going to try to talk directly with the CIO. 
· Kevin was able to do some testing and run through the junits.  A couple of tweaks for the new Thesaurus.  Although all the content isn’t loaded yet.  Also haven’t deployed all the grid services yet.  So far just focusing on LexEVS API.  Some problems this afternoon with the database. 
· Tracy had an issue happen this afternoon and the database went down. The Metathesaurus load died so she has to start that over.  She’s going to go ahead and load the others first.  

· We could use another Jboss container to load the rest to Dev.  
· There has been some activity on the Jboss containers request.  Norval did have to create a new VM and then will create the Jboss containers.

· Scott has been trying to simulate the BDA deployment here.  The plan is to use BDA process to deploy to Dev on Monday.  He’s just about finished with the scripting to deploy here.  We have the Dev and QA tracks for Anthill Pro.  We’ll request Stage & Prod.  Steve also put in a request for QA track and has been granted access. 
· The problem with the Protégé beta jars has been resolved.  We’ve discussed with Stanford and apparently there’s a setting on the command line.  The VM has this Permgen space and applications can borrow that and Protégé does that.  When we get into the larger loads it was exceeding the limitation. Tim worked on backing out the restriction. He put the fix in the latest SVN and it’s an easy fix. The only problem is that they’ve tried this before and there were issues but he thinks he’s got that resolved.  For this round in our package Tom recommended adding the VM option to the command line then we’d be covered rather than pick up the new jars.  Tom has a Gforge tracker out there for this #19600.
	· Frank requested a list of what we need and when we need it. Traci will send this to Frank.

· Meta load process
	· Kevin has been talking to the Alameda group about the performance.  Hopefully we’ll be able to come up with a way to cut some of the time for the Meta load.  There’s nothing in place yet but we are looking into it. 
· Suggest to VKC that when people want to load Meta, if they use version we’ve already loaded we could give a copy of the dumped file of Meta to the VKC so they wouldn’t have to load it if they are using LexEVS. The thing is that we’d have to choose a version we’d be giving them.  We’ll discuss this with the VKC.
