· Craig is going to submit the request for AppScan.  

· We have a meeting next week with Tahsin & Jahangheer and including Bob Freimuth to discuss more about the architectural review for the LexBig 2.3 Silver level submission, particularly around the artifacts created via Castor (underscore)

· Browser Requirements and Meta Issue (Tom/Kim)
· 20354 - Root concepts found by ListHierarchyMetaBySource when running against NCI MetaThesaurus with source set to NCI are different from root concepts in NCI Thesaurus.
· Hack-a-Thon update (Traci)
	· Overall in the process we have some building blocks to help immediate progress but potentially some performance tuning and additional features may be needed.  We should identify what those are in the near future since even though we couldn’t make changes to 5.0 now without impacting that schedule, we could look at a future release (patch or otherwise) to meet any further needs identified. 
· Tom walked through what we did here in internally to help meet these requirements.  He briefly discussed the algorithm for getting the root concept.
· Kim mentioned that the root concept algorithm looks nice. 
· All the changes are going to trunk.  We do have the option to post the examples separately in VKC.  We’d then pick these up at next build. 

· Kevin references some of these examples in the migration guide so it might be nice to link to the example on the VKC.  Some examples to include could be tree building, getting root node, perhaps others?
· Tom went through in detail what we have for building the tree. 
· As for the atom to atom level requirement, Tom revived the FindUMLSContextsForCUI.java  example and brought it up to speed with the current API and tried to make it more pertinent to the problem at hand. 
· Although we only pull in the source asserted HCDs.  This does not cover other hierarchies where the atom chains were dynamically produced for inclusion in MRHIER. This was due to the fact that the latter would have had an impact on loading Meta, which is already a significant load.  Therefore we do have an approach but not all there.    (Please see Tom’s email for further detail.)
· Frank asked Kim to have some careful conversation with Larry regarding the use cases for this. 
· Tracy had someone notice that in SNOMED they had this term-group full form that should be FN (as a term type). Tracy couldn’t find Full Form.  Tracy will email us this info and we’ll investigate offline.
