	LexEVS 5.0
· Status update

	· Security is doing the last scan and getting approval for the firewall exception.  Once that is done we can send out the announcement for 5.0.

	Parsing complex properties update (Scott/Gilberto)


	·  Scott created some sample code to confirm that we can do what Gilberto needs.  However some questions came up with regards to format. We have 3 different formats across the ontologies so Gilberto/team will need to decide whether to support 1 or 3. They discussed some backwards compatibility and classifying tags.  Gilberto mentioned that the tags would very likely remain the same and only the namespace would be added to the prefix. Tracy, Rob and Gilberto will be meeting to discuss this further. 
· Single OWL loader to take into account the different flavors of OWL?  Yes 5.0 has a single OWL loader.  But for OWL2 - maybe something separate is needed rather than in the current loader?

· Scott shared an application with the team (Protégé OWL 2 EMF constants) to explain the XML items (XMLREPFORM_NAMES, XMLREPFORM_VALUES, XMLSOURCE_NAMES, XMLSOURCE_VALUES, XMLTEXT_NAMES). That clears up the concerns with rather we would have to map to new tags. 
· Tracy mentioned Zebrafish and NDFRT. As long as they have the same tag definitions as NCIT we should be able to load the same. If not then we should look at that.

	Scoring algorithm response time  - status (Kim)


	· Kim has been using distributed LexBig.  Kim mentioned that the local api has problems but that may be tied to the local machine.  They are using double metaphone but its bringing back too many values.  He may need a new algorithm?  

· Larry brought up in the other meeting about an experiment for an algorithm to work like Spell check.  If he wants an implementation then we would need to get that requirement to look at more closely. 
· Tom mentioned that in theory you can create your own extension with our sorting extension.  Perhaps potentially we could have a library of these to draw upon in the VKC.  Some of the sorts we have do have an advantage because we have a Lucene implementation.  With Lucene we can do a pre-sort, sort on demand, rather than retrieving everything. It will always be faster to stick with sorts that are supported by Lucene. Without Lucene it’s important to note that the performance wouldn’t be as optimal. Tom recommended looking to Lucene-based algorithm first.
