	· #20875 - Parsing complex properties update (Scott/Gilberto)
	· Scott has brought XSD and OWL file and adjusted the parser so it runs against it.  It does ok pulling in the complex properties. The parser looks like it’s trying to parse some things that it shouldn’t but we are close to wrapping it up. Scott is hoping to have it committed to the tag and trunk tomorrow but may not have a patch until next week.  It could also be a patch to use on the loader side. 
· That should work for them to get it next week for Protégé. 
	· Scott will update when this is available. 

	· caGrid 1.3 Update (Kevin)
	· Avinash brought up a use case where he tried to use caGrid 1.3 with LexEVS 5.0 and it didn’t work for him. Therefore we met with Justin & Joe about what it would take for us to move to caGrid 1.3.
· Our best scenario would be to use 1.2 services in 1.3.  But we’ll also look at upgrading to 1.3.
	· We’ll keep the team posted on Kevin’s investigation. 

	· NPO Load for 2.3 (Kevin/Tracy)
	· Tracy had been getting an error and Kevin was able to get it loaded and provided an XML file.  It’s now up on the QA server for folks to look at. 
· Based on what Kevin saw it looks like the change he needed to make just needs to be a patch for 2.3. 

· In the past they have tried to go over the files and understand what is in them.  Perhaps during the face to face we could take some time to go over the content of the files (loader preference and manifest). 


	· Kevin can send an example of how to set preferences for what Gilberto needs to do. 
· We’ll add the file review as an agenda item for the F2F. 

	· UMLS RRF Issues (Scott/Kevin)
	· We are gathering some requirements in terms of what our loader could be doing differently.
· Tracy has a Wiki page that we’re using to identify requirements. From there we’d really need Gforge items to clearly spell out what needs to change and what it should look like.   
· They were planning on having deployment of Meta browser in late July. 
	

	· #21336 - Lucene – Max Clause Count (Kevin)
	· We’ve seen this before.  Basically what Lucene does is go to its indexes and constructs its query with ands or ors depending.  What happens is that there is a limit that it can produce for one query.  We currently have the limit at 40,000.  This worked for Thesaurus but now for Meta we are going over that limit. In order to fix this we could up the limit but there could be some potential memory issues with doing this. 
· If we could make it fail with an interpretable message then Frank wouldn’t have a problem with it. 
	· Kevin will update the Gforge item. 

	· Requirements for 5.x (Traci/Raghu)
	· We have 21197 to start capturing ideas but we also want to get to the point that all functional and non-functional requirements each have their own tracker that would be referenced in the Scope document. We’d like to get a draft of the scope document together for next week. 
	

	· Discuss F2F Dates – June 8-10, 2009
	· We’re looking at creating agenda for this.  The meeting would be Tuesday/Wednesday.  Our goal would be to set up meeting times with groups like caMOD & cgMDR to talk about requirements.  Raghu is going to help set up times to meet with those folks.  
	· If anyone has any agenda items for the F2F please forward to Craig & Traci. 

	· Misc
	· During e-cap call yesterday in clinical trials it would be helpful to have a service that returns NCI agents and diseases in NCIT. He was talking about a full fledged web service to get this data out.  But it would be an easy way for CTMS to get the current up to date enumerations of both categories.  Apparently its something they need to do a lot.  Frank noticed the NCBO is offering some sorts of services like this.  He wasn’t sure if this would be a LexEVS thing or another development group to implement.  But it is a new thing to think about.
