	· Discuss Data issues
· #23340 Association Name  – (Kevin)
· #23305 OWL object properties need to be stored as entities – 

· Missing supported attributes (representational forms)- (Scott)
	· Kevin clarified that entity code and association will be the same except for OWL since it treats it as entities.  
· We discussed that NCI would like to have it pay attention to association name instead and were wondering if there was a convenience method for this.  Association name is returning the code.  We’ll take a look and see what we can do.

· For 23305, this is a catch all for the OWL questions we discussed with Brian.  We’ve done some investigation and learned that some supported attributes are not being loaded. In addition there are some properties missing.  This may be because of some code changes this cycle.  We’ll look at the fix for this and based on our initial investigation we believe we can get this fixed fairly quickly to still meet next week’s Dev deployment.

	· #22743 – Unable to resolve GO & CTCAE hierarchy roots (Mike)
	· Kim and Tracy have resolved this issue by making some changes to the manifest. Tracy put the manifest out on Gforge for us to use as well.
	· 

	· #23350 – Unable to get HistoryService for NCI Thesaurus (Kim)
	· The history is being loaded but they aren’t able to retrieve it for NCIt.  Apparently Meta is working for though.  We’ll investigate and NCI may try reloading. 
	· 

	· #23286 - Prevent unauthorized access to licensed vocabularies through distributed LexBIG API. (Kim)
	· We’ve done some investigation and this seems to have something to do with the distributed layer. They’re hitting just the right sequence to get this. We’ll see if we can reproduce and look at options to fix. 
	

	· Testing status (Kevin)
	· We’ve been running our junits and we have found a few things and been doing some tweaks.  

· There was a issue with SNOMED that it wasn’t loading the roots. We made some tweaks and it’s fixed now. 
· We’re going to continue testing and make sure UMLS/Meta is fine.

· We’ll plan to cut a new release on Friday for Tracy to use to start loading data.

· Steve requested that once we get into NCI Dev we use the same process as last time and assign Gforge items to him and put the associated junits in gforge for him to use. 
	

	Other
	· Raghu is going to send some slides to Kevin regarding concept identifiers.
· We were having problems with LexEVS running in the directory structure requested by Rob & Tracy and we had to put all the items into the home directory. Tracy & Rob feel strongly about this change so Scott will work with Wil & Steve Saska and see if we can figure out the issue to get the right directory structure.
