	· Browser Gforge Item Status (Kevin)
	· Quite a few of the items are taken care of, but there is one performance item (search by relationship) that is causing problems. It fails on very large searches. This could be a showstopper for them.
· There are some weird things happening with OBI hierarchy that we’ll have to take a look at but that might take more time. They could go to production without this. 
· They are planning to go to production Feb. 17th. 
	·  Kevin will take a look at performance issue.
· We’ll have to engage some others to look at OBI issue. 

	· HL7 Gforge Item (Scott)
	· Scott knows what the problems are. He has to kind of rewrite the hierarchy. He’s hoping to close this out by the end of this week. 
	· Scott will continue working on this. 

	· Production issues 
	· They found the query that caused the server to crash (out of memory error). They did ask systems to up the memory and Kim recommended a new query for that user.
· Resolve concept not specified – how can we prevent a user from doing this?  We currently don’t have a lot of checks and balances – you could resolve the whole Metathesaurus and try to sort. But potentially this means setting limits. For example if someone wanted to do more data mining they should do this in their own local instance.  Perhaps a 5 minute time limit to return results – give the best and then a message to users. 
· Public message for iterator? Kim will put in a feature request for this.  

	· Kim will create Gforge feature request for Kevin to look at.
· We’ll all think about possible checks and balances and requirements for this to discuss next week.

	· Other Topics?
	· Larry talked about getting a page on the VKC to talk about the terminologies. 
· Tracy suggested contacting caMOD team about requirements for value domain.
