Meeting with caDSR re: requirements and use cases.  We are in contact with caNANO to schedule a meeting.  caMOD folks still giving thought.  Will create GForge items and update the scope documents after approval.

	· HL7 CTS 2 Update
	· Meeting held in January – have CTS2 as draft standard for trial use.  Next will create a release based off DSTU.  OMG RFP submissions will soon be coming in.  Mayo has sent a letter of intent.  Waiting to see what effect feedback will have.
· Will be submitted in Zed.

· Be aware of other submissions – may impact how we address. 
· Interpretation of HL7 talk of new service – data binding – will need further discussion in next working group in May 16th through 24th in Brazil.  What does this mean to CTS 2?  What does it mean for OMG?  Will share with group as updates occur

	· Coded node Graph/set
	· Extracting graph and then converting to a coded node set.  Will be subject to your limit.  When working with graph – may be best to go level by level (problem no idea of itererator – returns all children).  Making a series of calls may also work better.  They are working with a 1 to 1 relationship.  We do not have a notion of iterating through child concept.  May have to increase max result size.  Does the performance degrade as the number goes up?  Allowing reasonable heap space and increasing result size may be ok.  May want to think longer term to have better solution to this.
	· Kevin will create GForge item to track for future enhancements

	· Value Domain
	· Issues with remote call – GUI uses local call.  We have a GForge issue open for this.  Would need for upcoming report writer version upgrade but no problem with current version
	· Sridhar will work on this and send to Dave to test
· Browser team will get Kevin some metrics to help analyze local vs. remote performance

	· LexEVS 101 for VKC
	· Craig will help identify what materials are needed for this – possibly a presentation available on VKC – looking for group feedback for this material.
· What users should we focus on or take the approach someone visiting VKC – this is the product and this is how it is used.  Reduce the complexity of tool.  A 101 could focus on the basic features.  Provide the simple processes.  Maybe have end users write the 101 material and we would implement.
