	· Does LexEVS support this type of query?  Would the data that is loaded in LexEVS need to have all the inherited roles?  LexEVS currently does not provide inferred support.  An asserted file would not provide this detail.  Question is, Should NCI continue to include the additional assertion or can LexEVS support this on query?  Would be costly – is it important to incorporate this?    3 options to consider 1) Use existing API and use multiple queries 2) Use a fully inferred file when loading into LexEVS 3) Incorporate into current API.   This will not be in LexEVS 6.0.  Discussion should happen so a solution can be considered for future release.

· Project Scope
	· Currently in process – working on DAO layer making good process.  The DAO Layer enables a centralized DB layer in LexEVS for authoring for 6.0.   Provides a clean interface and will accommodate 2010 schema.  
· Just now looking at xml loader and soon will be looking at the exporter.  
· Larry indicated that Rachel Shortt (a tech writer at NCI) will be available to help with the loader informational documentation compilation.
· Scott and Harold have been working on the mapping requirements (CTS2, MRMAP, NCBO).  The mapping design will be shared once design documentation is updated.
· Updates to the Scope include creating Gforge items.
· Gforge items will be reviewed for inclusion and prioritization prior to including in Scope Document.  Craig will work to provide updates to the group by next meeting and will send information supporting this prior to the meeting.
	· Mayo will look into how to provide high level information to help explain what loaders do, what occurs when loading the data, process and result
· Raghu to meet with Mayo to go over what documentation is currently available for contract deliveries and may be able to incorporate some into ECCF materials needed.

	· Anonymous – Is it possible to selectively exclude these in query?  What is information is available in Anonymous?  Mayo will look to see how handled in API.  This may not through search but might be seen in the graph.  

	· Mayo to update Gforge tracker.

	· Tracy indicated that the workaround worked fine but left lucine index as is.  It is necessary to reindex so they are in sync.  Discussed if we should release a loader patch for this or use the workaround.  It was decided that if possible (in the next 2 months) to create a fix to the loader.  
	· Mayo to provide patch for Tracy and update Gforge item

	· MD Anderson Update
	· Met with their developers to understand issues and set up process to communicate and support.  It is a priority and will enter issues in Gforge.  Big concern around their technology stack - it is slightly different then what we formally support – we are discussing this concern.  Will keep this group updated.
