	· LexEVS 6.0 is being testing locally and in NCI Dev. We’ve been running junits for local, distributed & grid. We’re doing user acceptance testing here, loader/exporter testing, backwards compatibility, performance testing, and artistic testing.  
· Kevin has also been working with Tracy on loading content and also been testing on NCI Dev. Kevin has done some work so Meta should work now.  *Update: Tracy tried load Meta batch and it was still an issue. Kevin will take a look. 
· We have the QA Jboss containers and Dave Yee should have access. 
· The CIM has been sent off to Larry Brem for review.

	· BDA Update - Scott
	· Started trying the remote process to Dev. Found some issues with the Anthill Pro 3 server but with Steve Saska’s help we were able to get things corrected.  Last night they were able to complete the first portion of the build.

	· Browser Topics (Jason/Larry)
	· Mapping Wiki – pass on to Harold?  Maybe having a breakout session on mappings and value sets.

	· Server Memory Requirement – Heap Space Requirements (Kevin)
	· We are running some performance testing to see actual heap size for performance. In order to get the Lucene searches the space they need it’s about 500MB per million entities and on average there are 2 million. So we would like to get more to allow for concurrent searches.  Also the new Jboss takes up more memory than 4.x. We would ideally like 4GB. 
· We discussed how with the other EVS apps on the same server it would be important to think about how much space all the other things would need as well. 

· Create a DRT ticket and put Jason on as a watcher. 
	· Craig will create the DRT ticket. 

	· LexEVS Usability and Documentation (Jason)
	· This started from a discussion with the caMOD group and they are upgrading to 5.1.  Per that group they said it was hard using the documentation.

· Also there’s been some discussion about the usability. 

· It sounds like migration is a concern. People need to know what the migration would look like – how big of a jump.  One page flyer to do some pre-marketing.  

· Also to get LexEVS/EVS services used we need to get them documented and/or give them help. 
· Need to lower the barrier to entry to these services.  Perhaps REST is an option here. 

· Having Kim available at Boot Camp to provide examples. 

· Any way to make writing a query simpler?

· Per Kim - Graphically explain how API works?  Most complicated is CNG so if they could understand that part it could make them more comfortable. 
· When to resolve forward and when to resolve backwards?  

· Perhaps a focus group?  Tracy would be interested.
· Code review? Look at how browser team is doing searches and provide feedback. 
· How to explain to users how to use sample code?
