Data Move
	·  Security confirmed the AppScan is complete and they will close out the ticket for Prod.  So that is complete.
· Tracy is working to get the data to QA today. The data is moved just working on the indexes since they’ve been causing us problems.  Tracy is moving those to a new space.  She has a portable hard drive that she is going to move them to and then optimize.  Tracy/Jason going to talk to Norval about more space. 
	

	· Value Set Editor
	Per Sridhar, 

· 30262 : Export ValueSetDefinition to StringBuffer in LexGrid XML format through distributed API  - 4 days dev(2 days each for local and distributed), 2 days test

· 30399 - Resolve nested value set definition through distributed Value Set API - 4 days (2 days each for local and distributed), 2 days test

· And 1 day for build and publish.
· Sridhar recommended creating a patch instead of an extension. 
· A patch would require more resources from a QA perspective. 
· If you point to the remote API for this then we’d have to go through the tiers. If locally then you can add the functionality independent of the tiers. 
· What is the timeline for this? The Value Set Editor is in high demand and wanted it pretty soon.  It may be possible to run it locally for some customers. 
· We could discuss fast tracking and if others could assist.
· Create this for the value set editor but not deploy it.  We’d still create a patch but not release that to others unless needed. We’d then roll this into 6.1. 
· There may be other Gforge items that could be included in this and create a patch.  Probably March or April for Term Browser. 
	· We will look at starting on this asap. 

	· Gforge to JIRA migration
	·  Spoke with Roxanne and LexEVS is on the plan (along with VKC projects) to migrate.  JIRA will replace Gforge trackers but not documentation in the Files and Doc tabs.  They are looking for a solution for that.  Roxanne mentioned they are hoping to have the migration done by February or March for the VKC projects.

	· We’ve been trying to set up a session with this group to show them LexEVS. This is iARC and is linked to the WHO. Dave Hau recommended engagement to enhance user base. We were originally planning for 3rd week in January.
