	·  CTS2 for 6.1 vs. 6.0
	· All signatures are changing between 6.1 and 6.0.  When we originally designed 6.0 we didn’t have a CTS2 model to go from so we used LexGrid.  We captured the CTS2 functionality & exposed the LexGrid model.  Now there is a CTS2 model that has been generated so we can start piecing together how all this relates.  The objects are different (inputs & outputs).  We will still use LexGrid underneath but we will have to abide by the CTS2 model as well.  We expose CTS2 on top of LexEVS API in 6.0 the same as we will be doing in 6.1.  Functionally these are the same but the signatures are changing. 
· If people are building on LexEVS that will remain the same.  If they are building on 6.0 it will be functionally equivalent. They could use both 6.0 and 6.1.  However you can’t just switch out a jar. There will be some extra steps to make sure you are calling the right functions. 
· The general thing is to warn people who are using 6.0 and let them know the degree of incompatibility, etc. so they can decide which approach to take.  Larry mentioned needing something immediately to explain things. Do we put up a patch that doesn’t change anything but marks it as deprecated?
· Is there a way to have a translation from 6.0 to 6.1?
