	21090 data types & 6.1
	· Briefly looked at the CD data type and the ISO 21090 document that Dave Hau presented (as we discussed value sets).
· We’ll need further discussion on this topic.
	· Dave Hau will send the ISO requirements document
· We will take a look at this document to discuss further at our next meeting.

	Available for Value Setting
	· Per our conversation with Tom Jones he mentioned Tolven needed these 3 items:

1. Get Version ID of terminology (returns current version ID of a particular terminology, as specified) -  we have this as Java, need REST in 6.1.
2. Get Value Set Changes (pass in the version you are using, optionally pass in version you want changes against, defaults to current, and pass in value set ID and terminology ID and it will return a list of changes). – develop this for 6.1 in both Java & REST
3. Get Value Set – we have this as Java, need REST in 6.1
· Tom’s requirements are 1 part of what is needed for caCIS. In order to populate the CD data type they need the 2 elements for identifying the value set and having the traceability.  The value set is identified by time stamp and object identifier.  
· In HL7, Value Set Version is a timestamp. It should be designated dynamically when it was created.  
· We can incorporate the value set version time stamp into LexEVS. This can be included in 6.1 but we need to discuss further how this should be implemented. 
· caCIS needs a centralized OID registry.  Each of their value sets gets in the OID registry. This is manually added by them. Cecil mentioned needing a service to have this done dynamically. The question is where the responsibility would lie for building this.  There isn’t an OID registry at NCI.  There was discussion that this is needed but having it happen outside of LexEVS. SOA architecture defines the process of service choreography and that needs to be taken into consideration.  Larry & Cecil may need to discuss this further. 
	· We will discuss how to include the value set version as a timestamp. 


	Terminology Mapping & use in caCIS
