	· LexEVS Usage
	· MDA intent is to stand up application service accessible by all various groups within the hospital.  Make terminologies available to them – SOAP and RESTful service.   Might use LexEVS API but then build own services.  Both points of functionality are important and would like to see in their implementation.  
· Kevin gave overview of:

· Java API – exposed locally and remotely (via Spring RMI).  No web service front end service using API as-is (except for caCORE).

· caCORE interfaces to LexEVS – seen via webpage and in REST.  It is only QBE and doesn’t expose any of our API calls.  Only provide because caCORE interfaces are standard for NCI.  These conform to QBE.  This is where SOAP and Hibernate come into play.  There are downsides to using – they are general and not specific to LexEVS.  None of the LexEVS API is exposed.  Won’t get much of the benefits of LexEVS API.  If using in enterprise vocabulary service, would definitely need more than what is exposed via caCORE interfaces.  

· MDA had notion of creating own services on top of LE API.  Advantage of using services that already exist (caCORE) would get them jumpstarted.  This is what was planned for immediate needs.  

· Not opposed to developing services on front end.

· Plans for LexEVS to expose REST?   Some consideration done in regard to CTS 2 implementation in LexEVS and creating a full REST interface that will encompass LexEVS API.  We now recognize that this is more friendly to users and we are going to respond.

· MDA – if using rest services, this is based on standards.
· At the MDACC institution only use and understand SOAP.  So ideally MDA would need to support SOAP.

· More immediate need would be around SOAP based services.
