	· Question - Clarification on what is going to stored and how relationships are stored in LexEVS.
· caDSR has value domains so how does this overlap or how could it be used.

· caDSR has non-enumerated  and enumerated value domains. Anything that’s text could be non-enumerated – which is similar to the picklist in LexEVS. 
· Picklist is permissible values. 

· Non-enumerated is just text.  This isn’t comparable to what we have in value set/domain. 

· Sounds like we will have a parallel structure as them.  

· Who would create value domains and how difficult would it be?  

· Diff on value domains?  That is a requirement right now that would be meaningful. They don’t have it perfectly right now (name comparison) but ideal if you could have 2 value domains and compare meanings. Derive data elements – transformation rule applied to it to get representation (similar).   
· Value domain comparison is high on their wish list. Specifically at the value meaning level. 
	

	Use Cases
	· The Curator decides if it’s enumerated or non-enumerated.  Enumeration is restriction in a specific way versus non is more general (e.g picklist with value domain).
· If non-enumerated (text) they would look up appropriate concept. 

· If enumerated they need to create enumeration. They do this by go into EVS and search for concepts that match each element of the picklist. They can do this singley or restrict by a parent concept or they can create picklsit from a group of concepts. The list of value meanings themselves can be edited. Each permissible value is associated with a concept.  The permissible value could change.  Two value domains with 2 different permissible values. 
· There are 39 screens in Curation tool regarding value domain. It would be good to get a copy of those for us to review and then get back together to discuss how LexEVS could accomplish those things to align. 
· Denis mentioned it might be good to involve one of the curators. 

· Denis will work with Curators to get use cases.
