	Discussion
	·  Denis – want to get more import from Denise and gather more general use cases.

· We do not use 11179 value domain (we enumerated conceptual domain).  We provide tooling to provide contents of the enumeration.  So the question is how might caDSR might use our enumerated conceptual domain.  
· In certain communities (HL7, etc).  the alignment of permissible values is done automatically, for example, HL7 permissible value is the concept code associated to the value meaning.

· Denise is trying to get to a set of services that make it easy to get content from repository.  In past they had separation of interests – copy content from server and version it.  With CTS2, it could be more virtual, instead of copy, can point to it within CTS 2 service and pull back the value meaning information.  If using 21090 datatype, can infer value from the enumerated value conceptual domain.  If no 21090, then cannot infer the value.

· Example - Use all children of particular concept in EVS, then use EVS to retrieve all children and build the enumerated value domain.   

· A Value meaning is a selection of things from EVS.  And then have tooling to get content and the value meaning is still the code.  The code is used as the value.

· There is also Arbitrary - set of ad hoc responses to a question.  

· Picklist – want to separate representation of value meaning/permissible values from the codes themselves.  Can choose to use for example, French representation.  Can select a subset of what’s in the list.  (All countries in world, have option of creating a picklist that consists of countries are of interest to your community)

· Data Element for country.  Create a form to use this DE.  Business rules want to constraint countries that have Mayo clinic located in them.  Can restrict  to only those countries.  
· Scenario, a service writer has service that has input params and one is country code.  Return airlines that fly to certain country.  Defined conceptual domain to be countries of the world, and the permissible values to be 2-code country codes.  Picklist allows to define a subset of value domain.   

· Form in mayo, and have service to provide list of countries.  But business rule that says only can fly to countries that have mayo clinic in them.  A picklist can create a subset of limited countries.

· The picklist service that allows you to define a constrained picklist and to use in applications.  The define is done by choosing the value domain and then choosing the values that matter to you.
· The selection of 10 entities, they need to be recoded somewhere.  

· Communities have decided this is complex and needs to be included as a service.

· caDSR does not have this requirement and want to record this outside of the terminology service.

· Note that a service can be deployed local.  CTS2 is an abstract API that help accomplish these tasks.

· Actor is term developer.  They would want to persist back this subset of countries.  Also, want to be able to reuse the subset.  Create subset and put back in terminology for reuse.  
· Communities do need help to keep local metadata.  We are providing service to manage local metadata (picklist).

· Picklist is designed to be implemented separately.

· Would be good to converge the language we use - permissible value set instead of picklist.

· Can use a proper Terminology subset (can be called something different?) vs an arbitrary list?

· Naming is issue between 3 communities.  Need to publish synonyms so communities can understand?

· Usecases –

· Ability to return a list/collection, verses numerous calls.

· Once start using URI, how long will the concept persist once it has been versioned?  Using version 1 but only version 2 still exists.
· Copy components of term across so they exist. 
· Given a version identifier, give option to see what had existed.

· Allow user of service to ask what has changed over last period.  Has it changed since this particular time?

· If we have a change set, our new implementation allows us to record what has happened.

· In case of terminology that gives dump once a year, computing what has changed is non-trivial problem.  Our current solution is to keep them both online.

· Notification Service?  Pull based service?  A user can ask or have it pushed.
· Yes, via a business rules hook.

· Sounds like have an general alignment, but needs to take to next level to ensure things do align.  Identify if service meets or it doesn’t and we need to include.

· Denise team can describe what is needed from service and describe the as-is scenarios of what they want and don’t have.  

· By end of February, Denise will have 2 full time analysts that can help to capture.  Denise can have them create the use cases and scenarios.  

· Task: Another discussion should be set up and then use cases can be written.
