Looking into a performance issue with Term Browser.  One API (resolve code node set) call is behaving oddly.  Example:  Search selecting NCIt returns in 14 seconds.  Same search but including selecting NCIt and BioMED GT takes 3 minutes even though there only an additional 100 results returned.

Provided an Overview of CTS2 in the LexEVS  weekly meeting.  Will be having additional separate meetings  for  Value Domains, Mappings and Authoring to include other pertinent staff.
NCIm Browser:
Reviewed Gforge trackers for NCIm 1.2 Scope
Adding additional trackers for performance test on Local vs Remote API and additional search capabilities matching Term Browser search capabilities.
Term Browser/QA:
Currently in QA test.  Needed to add additional five days to the QA schedule for further validation of Bugs and additional testing and fixes of the performance issue.   
Adding a task for a Staging deployment dry run to test performance with better hardware to rule out resources conflict that have been a problem on DEV and QA in the past.  Production release is scheduled for February 17th.
Discussing the remaining open bugs in the meeting today.  A lot of the bugs that deal with metadata are fixed on DEV.  Just need to deploy those to QA.
