LexEVS:
Working on versioning functionality for API
Made updates to XML loader (Authoring capabilities), Kevin will demonstrate the changes in the LexEVS meeting this afternoon.

Deliverables:

· Prototype 1 – Database, DAO, and model changes

· Protoype 2 – Loaders

Tracy recommended that we put in request for LexBIG 6.0 database.  Tracy will put in the request with the systems team.

Tracy is entering a Gforge ticket for the capability to export from LexEVS 6.0 and import into LexEVS 5.0.

Browsers:
Term Browser:

In process of deploying Term Browser 1.1.1.  This release includes a simplified URL for the individual terminology home pages.  Currently in QA, scheduled for release to production on 5/6/10.
NCIm:

Systems team made an Apache change for the simplified URL’s similar to what was made for Term Browser.  In early testing this does not appear to affect the functionality of the application.  This will be tested in more detail when 1.2 release makes its way through the tiers.
Finishing up development on the 1.2 release over the next couple of days.  Tree implementation has been more complicated that initial thought, requiring multiple changes to the LexEVS browser extension.  Kim is currently working with Kevin to work through these issues.

Release 1.2 is scheduled for production deployment on 6/2/10.

Protégé:

Still in QA for the 1.4.1.62 patch release.  
Plan to have QA completed today and start the deployment to production on Friday.

Working on the second QA validation release.

Wiki: Tracy is working on a wiki prototype with owl loader.
Gilberto stated that there are currently 5 people (Nano workgroup) contributing.  Larry asked that we talk with this group to get requirements on what they would need for the wiki.

Larry also asked that we look at others that might be doing something similar to the semantic wiki and possibly team up with them.  Tracy has attempted to communicate with a couple she has found but has not heard anything back yet.

QA:

Protégé patch testing.
Term Browser 1.1.1 release testing.

Operations:

5.0 and 5.1 in queue to move to production.  There was a socket error issue with 5.1.  Norval has been in contact with the database team about it.
BDA for Data Deployments:
Had a discussion about utilizing BDA for data deployment.  This is considered a high priority.  Jason will schedule a kickoff meeting with Tracy and Wilberto to get a timeline on when this could be completed.

Systems:

Norval stated that currently there has been no request or action taken to get NCIm, report writer, or term suggestion available externally in the staging environment.  This will require getting application scans and firewall exceptions.  Term Browser is currently getting external access and Norval assumed this would be wanted for other applications as well.  The group agreed this would be useful and Wilberto will start the process with requesting the application scans.
