Received an update from Sima last week.  She said that she is still working on getting the solution to work with the existing code, but I am getting closer to being able to display something that she is hopeful will look like vocabulary tree.
Kim also got a message from Sima yesterday asking for some assistance and Kim responded:
I can finally display all the trees using a DMTN except the Human Organ tree.  But I will work on that after updating the search code.

I started to look at NCIT again.  I want to do something like searchByName ("contains" and "exact match" options only) from the SearchUtils.java class.  You return a ResolvedConceptReferencesIteratorWrapper object from searchByName() which I do not want to use. 

I think that I can do something similar but return a list of concepts from the ResolvedConceptReferencesIterator iterator instead.  Then I can use the concept list to compare it with each node within a single tree.  My original code compare results of a synonym search to each node so this would reuse most of the existing code.
