o       The problem could be related to the Firefox 2.0 built-in Session Restore feature. The feature is intended to allow the user to continue browsing from where they left off if a Firefox session closes unexpectedly. But, with the session store parameter being set to true, session variables would be shared by all browser instances thereby creating the behavior seen in this GForge report.   

To turn this off, the user can change the browser.sessionstore.enabled setting in Firefox.
