This Section gives an overview of the functions and capabilities that are in the scope of the EVS 4.0 release. The In Scope/Out of Scope functions establish a consistent expectation of what the EVS team will and will not accomplish. 
2 In Scope/Out of Scope Functions

The scope of this document is to provide requirements specification for implementing new functionality and fixes to significant software discrepancies for the EVS.  This document does not cover design details.  
Priority will be given to new functionality items in the order they appear below.  Fixing urgent and high priority bugs will not commence unless resources assigned to developing new functionality have completed their assigned tasks first.   In order to allow sufficient time for our QA team to conduct software and system testing, issues/bugs not fixed by the time system testing starts will be incorporated in the next release.
3 In Scope – New Functionality for EVS 4.0 System
The EVS 3.2 release shall include the following new functionalities, which are considered mandatory:
3.1 Provide operational LexCORE server
The caCORE will expose the 2006(?? or 2005) LexBIG domain model. 
3.2 Provide EVSTree cache API built around LexCORE

Provide the current EVSTree using the current LexBIG install
3.3 Expose via Grid
Provide caGRID support for the new LexCORE install
3.4 Load model in caDSR

3.5 Browser 
Support excising or new browser based on BioPortal. Adapt as needed to support Meta browsing 
3.6 CVS / Build support
Build new repository to support migration
3.7 Support current NCICB technology stack

Support for the current NCICB technology stack
