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USE CASES DOCUMENT

This document describes the use cases for NCI Terminology Browser. 
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1. Actors

Actors have a hierarchy. If an actor inherits from a parent actor, the actor has its parent’s permissions in addition to its own permissions. 
The following sections explain the functions of the actors. 

1.1 User
The user has the rights to search the NCI Thesaurus, view concept details and view the concept hierarchy.
2. use case survey

The following sections list the use cases for the NCI Terminology Browser and their scenarios.

2.1 Use case 001: Search NCI Thesaurus
The following are scenarios for searching the NCI Thesaurus:

· User searches thesaurus using basic search.

· User searches thesaurus by using basic search and additional search criteria.

2.2 Use case 002: view concept details
The following are scenarios for viewing concept details.
· User views concept details for concepts in search results.
2.3 Use case 003: view HIERARCHY 
The following are scenarios for viewing the hierarchy.
· User browses hierarchy.
· User views selected concept in hierarchy.

2.4 Use case 004: download subset reports 

The following is the scenario for downloading subset reports.

· User downloads subset report.

3.1.1 Initialization

This use case starts when the user has indicated to the system that he or she wants to search the NCI Thesaurus. The system displays welcome text and a field for entering search text. The system gives the user the option of doing a basic search or a search with additional criteria.
3.1.2 Process

3.1.2.1 Basic Search (Phase 1)
1. The user enters search text and selects a search type (exact match, begins with or contains). 
2. The user selects “Go.” [1. Exception: No Text Entered]
3. The system searches for synonyms (Phase 1), concept codes (Phase 1 Wish List), concept names (Phase 1 Wish list), or other names and codes (Phase 2) that match the search text and search type. 
4. The system lists the results alphabetically by preferred name (Phase 1) or by relevance (Phase 2). [2. Exception: Only One Result Returned] 
5. The user selects a result and views concept details (use case 002), views the concept in a hierarchy (use case 003) (Phase 2) or performs a new search. 
Refer to Table 2-1, Basic Search, in the functional requirements document for a complete listing of properties and actions.
3.1.2.2 Additional Criteria Search (Phase 2)
1. The user enters search text and selects any combination of the following:

· Properties
· Roles/Relationships to other concepts

· Associations/Information about this concept

2. The user selects Exact Match or Lexical Matching, if needed.
3. The user selects “Go.” [1. Exception: No Text Entered]
4. The system searches for matches based on the selected criteria.

5. The system lists the results by relevance. [2. Exception: Only One Result Returned] 
6. The user selects a result and views concept details (use case 002), views the concept in a hierarchy (use case 003) (Phase 2) or performs a new search. 
Refer to Table 2-2, Additional Search Criteria, in the functional requirements document for a complete listing of properties and actions.
3.1.3 Termination

This use case terminates when the user is finished searching the NCI Thesaurus.
3.1.4 Exceptions
1. Exception: No Text Entered: If the user does not enter any search text, the system displays an error message informing the user that search text must be entered.
2. Exception: Only One Result Returned: If the system retrieves only one result, the system automatically displays the Concept Details for the result without displaying the Results list first.

3.2.1 Initialization

This use case starts when the user has searched for a concept and the system has listed the results. The system gives the user the option of viewing concept details by selecting “View Concept Details” for a concept in the results.
3.2.2 Process

1. The user selects “View Concept Details” for a concept in the results.

2. The system displays concept details. See section 2.5 of the functional requirements document for a complete listing of details.
3. The system gives the user the following options for the selected concept: “History” or “View Concept in Hierarchy”

· If the user selects “History,” the system displays the history of all the edit actions of the concept. Refer to Table 2-6, Concept History, in the functional requirements document for a complete listing of properties and actions.
· If the user selects “View Concept in Hierarchy,” the system displays the concept in the hierarchy (see use case 003).

4. The system gives the user the following options for other concepts listed in the details: “View Concept Details” or “View Concept in Hierarchy”

· If the user selects “View Concept Details,” the system displays concept details.  

· If the user selects “View Concept in Hierarchy,” the system displays the concept in the hierarchy (see use case 003).

Refer to Table 2-4, Concept Details, in the functional requirements document for a complete listing of properties and actions.
3.2.3 Termination

This use case terminates when the user is finished viewing the concept details.

3.3.1 Initialization

This use case starts when the user has selected either “Browse Hierarchy” on the Terminology Browser or “View Concept in Hierarchy” for a concept listed in the search results or in a concept’s details.

3.3.2 Processes
3.3.2.1  Browse Hierarchy (Phase 2)
[The display of concepts to show parent-child relationships depends on UX Design]

1. The user selects “Browse Hierarchy.” 

2. The system displays the root concepts in the hierarchy. 
3. The user expands a root concept to see its children. 
4. The user selects “View Concept Details” for a concept to view its details (see use case 002) if needed.

5. The user expands the children until a leaf concept (a concept without children) is reached. 
6. The user hides the expanded concepts and expands a new concept if needed. 
3.3.2.2 View Concept in Hierarchy (Phase 2)
[The display of concepts to show parent-child relationships depends on UX Design]

1. The user selects “View Concept in Hierarchy.” 
2. The system displays all occurrences of the selected concept in the hierarchy. 
3. The user selects a concept branch. 
4. The system limits the view to the selected branch and gives the user the option of expanding or hiding the concepts in the branch. 
5. The user selects “View Concept Details” for a concept to view its details (see use case 002) if needed.

6. The user expands the children until a leaf concept (a concept without children) is reached. 
7. The user hides the expanded concepts and selects another concept branch if needed. 
3.3.3 Termination

This use case terminates when the user is finished browsing the hierarchy or viewing a selected concept in the hierarchy.
