PROMPT Testing in Protégé QA Environment
For PROMPT testing

· Connect to the server:

· Start Reflection X

· Select Client Templates(Client Startup( x11r6 

· Connection Type Description = ServerNameGoesHere

· Method = Secure Shell

· Host Name: cbapp-q1001.nci.nih.gov
· Username: protegeadm
· Connect

· Provide password:  Oct0b3r!

· Browse to /usr/local/protege/Protégé_x.x/BiomedGT/Protégé.Server-x.x.x.x
· In the appropriate directory, shutdown the Protégé server: 

· ./shutdown_protege_server.sh localhost:2633

· After server shutdown, type cd ../Explanation.Server-x.x.x.x to navigate to the the Explanation server directory.  Shutdown the explanation server using:
./stop_explanation_server.sh
· Type  ps –ef | grep server to verify that both the Protégé server and explanation server processes have been terminated. 

· Type cd ../Protégé.Client –x.x.x.x to navigate to the Protégé Client directory.  Type cat run_protege_BGT.sh to view the clients start up script 
· make sure memory in the run_protege_BGT.sh has 7GB allocated. If the client does not have 7 GB allocated, contact the system admin, and he will make the necessary changes.  For the most part, it should be set at 7 GB.
· Type run_protege_BGT.sh  to open the client.

· Connect to DB Project located in /app/protégé/data/Protégé_x,x/BiomedGT/<DBProject>.pprj  ( If you are unsure of which DB project to open,  contact the system admin to assist with finding the correct filename). 

· DB project ends in .pprj (i.e. BiomedGT-080808-DB.pprj). 
· Once the project is populated in the client, clean (delete everything) and Save the Changes Ontology (use Changes main menu option)
· Click File ( Convert to format “OWL/RDF” FILE – rename the database project as <DbProject>-baseline.pprj (i.e  bgt-081215-DB.pprj ( 
BGT-081215-Baseline.pprj). 

· Exit the client without saving the newly converted project.
· Restart Protege server – Navigate to /usr/local/protégé/Protégé_1.3/BiomedGT/Protégé.Server-x.x.x.x  Once in the directory, type ./run_protege_server_nci.sh.   Type tail –f console.txt afterwards to view the server startup status. You will see a “server started” message within this text file. 
· Type cd ../Protégé.Client-x.x.x.x to navigate to the Protégé client direcotry, and type run_protege_BGT.sh to run the client.
· Connect to Server:  cbapp-q1001.nci.nih.gov:2633
· Ensure changes tab is empty except for your login

· Do whatever edits you want to show in PROMPT

· Exit client

· Type cd ../Protégé.Server-x.x.x.x to navigate to the Protégé server directory, and shutdown Server (./shutdown_protege_server.sh localhost:2633).  View the console to see if server shuts down. 
· Type cd ../Protégé.Client-x.x.x.x to navigate back to the Protégé client directory.  Type run_protege_BGT.sh to start client

· Connect to DB project where you made your edits.  (/app/protégé/data/Protégé_x.x/BiomedGT/<DbProject.pprj>).
· Display PROMPT plugin

· Select Project(Configure from main menu

· Select PROMPT

· Click OK
· Select PROMPT tab

· Compare to time zero (baseline you created in earlier step)

· Ensure the “Display changes of included…” is checked

· Property = code (don’t check the checkbox next to the property)

· Click the green compare button at the bottom
