Test Plan for Beta 2 Test of Protégé – Week of April 16 – 20, 2007

Update of Protégé client

If you have previously run Protégé, please uninstall it first before installing the version that we’ll use for the Beta 2 test.  From the Windows Control Panel, uninstall Protégé_3.2_beta.  Afterwards delete the Protégé_3.2_beta directory from the C:\Program Files directory so you don’t have any conflicting files leftover.  

Proceed to retrieve the base Protégé installation package and the NCI extensions from Gforge (http://gforge.nci.nih.gov/frs/?group_id=174), the direct URL to the base installation in this page is at http://gforge.nci.nih.gov/frs/download.php/773/install_protege.exe, and for the NCI extensions it is http://gforge.nci.nih.gov/frs/download.php/1772/Protege_3.2_beta.exe.  Install first the base Protégé installation, then the NCI extensions as per the editor’s guide (in http://gforge.nci.nih.gov/docman/index.php?group_id=174&selected_doc_group_id=974&language_id=1).

Connection Information

The Host is cbiows501.nci.nih.gov:1522.  As before, your username should be your name in title case, and your password should be your last name and your first initial in lower case with no spaces.  You will find 2 projects listed, select NCIThesaurus, this is the NCIT version 07.03d (the other project name is prefixed with “Annotation_” and you should ignore it).

What to do if you run into problems

For simple questions, please direct them to Sherri or Gilberto.  If you find problems/ bugs or other issues, please record them in the GForge website and include with the description of the bug/issue, the output from the console and the thread dump.  [To obtain a thread dump of the process, while your console (dos window) is the active window, press control-break at the bottom of the console output. Then copy the console (Edit/Select All and Enter (or Edit/Copy) and then paste into the GForge window or into a text or Word File and attach to the GForge item.]  Please note:  If you are requesting a feature enhancement, please add it to that area of Gforge rather than entering the request in the bugs section.

Task 1 -- Please use the following table to summarize the results of testing the basic and extended Protégé NCI Edit Tab features.  Check the appropriate box.  This follows approximately the order from the training handout.  Please record concepts you are editing, so we can check the history (in both Task 1 and Task 2.)

(Some may require more in depth editing than others probably). All of this editing will also be used for the Accept/ Reject cycle and to examine the history files.
