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1. Introduction

The purpose of this document is to describe the enhancements for the 1.2.1 Release of NCI Protégé.  
This point release will integrate a first version of workflow that allows the lead editor to assign tasks in worklists to editors, retrieve content from the BiomedGT wiki for incorporation into workflow and potentially also allow editors to suggest concepts that should be included in the worklists by the lead editor; this point release will also integrate a description services tab that facilitates debugging classification errors which has not previously been included.  

2. Positioning

2.1 Problem Statement
NCI Protégé 1.0 went into production use for parallel editing of NCI Thesaurus content on June 18, 2007.  Version 1.1.3 with enhancements and bug fixes to 1.0 went into production Sept 14, 2007.  Version 1.2 is scheduled for release December 26, 2007.  At this time, until first publication of BiomedGT, all changes that are being made to NCI t for caBIG support are being added to both NCIt in TDE environment and NCIt in Protégé environment (now called Biomedical Grid Terminology (BiomedGT).  Thus, if problems are encountered, roll back is possible until parallel editing ceases.  
Version 1.2 of Protégé continued development of the highest priority bug fixes and enhancements addressed in the 1.1 release.  This point release, 1.2.1 adds two new features that are needed by editors – 1.  Description services that provide debugging capability after classification (implemented as a tab); 2.  An early version of Workflow, which will enable the lead editor to assign concepts to worklists for editors, allow editors to suggest concepts that should be added to a worklist, and that will retrieve content that needs to be integrated into BiomedGT from the BiomedGT wiki, a semantic media wiki implementation.

3.4.1 Requirements to Address 
· Functional

· High Priority Bug Fixes/ Enhancements
· Protégé 
· None at this time.  May be bugs left from 1.2 release.
· NCI Protégé Extension GUI
· Integration of Description Services Tab (completed pending some bug fixes)

· NCI Protégé Extension for Workflow – to be implemented as either a separate Protégé tab, or a subtab.  (Separate Tab preferred so other people can use it.)

· Worklists display in table format

· Lead Editor/ Manager can see all worklists – editors can see only their own.

· Worklists can be populated by proposals received by Wiki.  (Unstructured content to be stored separately for review by editors.)
· Protégé or Workflow Tab will send back a post to the wiki to acknowledge receipt of content

· All of the proposals from the same term have to propose changes that are different from one another.  (Note: Could assume this won’t happen all that much and let modelers do the merging if presented in two panes on top of each other.)
· Worklist items will open in a way such that editor can review the existing concept and proposed changes (for structured content).
· Worklists – 

· Worklists can be generated by Lead Editor/ Work manager (possibly by right clicking on concept). 

· List can also be created by import button (import from wiki), which creates assignments allowing assignment to different editors.  

· Worklists can be created from search results, identifying a collection or subset for inclusions as worklist items.
· Concepts can be suggested by editors for addition to worklists

· Editors can mark items complete (e.g. by check mark in table).

· Statistics/ Auditing of work completed by editors.
· Protégé Prompt Plug-in
· any important bug fixes required after 1.2 release.
· Protege, AdvancedQuery Plugin (if not fixed in 1.2)
· Slow Advance Query Rendering of search results

· Alphabetize search results

3.4.2 Proposed Solutions
NCI Protégé 1.2.1 release will introduce several key enhancements to the product and fix important bugs remaining from 1.2 release (TBD).
