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1. Introduction

The purpose of this document is to describe the enhancements for the 1.2.2 Release of NCI Protégé.  

This point release will be a follow on release that builds upon the first version of workflow that allows the lead editor to assign tasks in worklists to editors, retrieve content from the BiomedGT wiki for incorporation into workflow and allows editors to suggest concepts that should be included in the worklists by the lead editor.  

2. Positioning

Problem Statement

NCI Protégé 1.2.1 introduced an early version of a Workflow tab which enabled the lead editor to assign concepts to worklists for editors and editors to accept and edit items in the worklists, and suggest concepts to be added to the worklist by the workflow manager. The release also incorporated classification services and some defect fixes.  Protégé 1.2.2 will address some defect fixes and minor enhancements to Workflow with the major Workflow enhancement being the addition of the ability for Protégé to receive complex properties from the Wiki.  

Other than Real Time (incremental) Classification, Protégé 1.2.2 will contain all necessary Workflow functionality needed for content editors to begin the transition to utilizing Protégé to edit NCI Thesaurus content.

Technical Environment

· NCI Protégé Server

The Protege server is a Java based server that communicates with clients over RMI. It has a plugin architecture that makes it readily extensible. It can use the file system or relational databases for persistence. Access controls are implemented via a notion of a meta-project, another Protege project that is first loaded when the server starts up. The primary means of interaction with the server is through an OWL-based object API.Client Application


Client Application

The Protege client is also java based and provides a complete browsing and editing environment for Protege databases, called ontologies. It uses the same plugin architecture to support extensions, called Tabs. So for example the NCI Edit Tab, Workflow, Changes, and Prompt, are examples of plugin tabs.

· Database Server

The database is MySQL, interaction with the database server is entirely through the Protege server
