· Setup environment for SMW

· Frank will check with Todd Cox on the status of the environment setup for the SMW

· Once identified, the development team will create a good image on the dedicated development envirnoment.

· The process of promoting content and versions of the software from dev, to QA, to Production needs to be identified by QA and the systems group.
· Harold would like: 

· To get direct access to the DTS environment so that he can reload with the current content (cbiovdev5011) 

· Gilberto has requested accounts for Bob, Rob, and Tracey and will check on an account for Harold

· Access to a Tomcat Server environment to deploy cacoon and some additional .war files (software updates).
· NCI needs the latest software (TTSRest.war)

· A separate image of the semantic media wiki needs to be started on the dev machine (fresh machine).  The latest version from Subversion should be pulled.  Check with Tracy to work with Harold to do the install.  Johnita will arrange the meeting.  Will probably wait for David Yee to return from vacation.
· Semantic Media Wiki
· Each Media Wiki will have it’s own schema defined as a set of tables. 

· The most simplistic approach for deployment is for each project (corresponding to a subject matter domain) to have their own separate wiki and different data (One database with multiple schemas—see below).

· The team is going prototype sharing one Wiki and have different databases for each project.

· If the prototype doesn’t work out, the team will resort to having a separate wiki for each project.
· Requirements
· Johnita will capture the requirements from page 40 of the Lessons Learned Document posted on the OBO Compliance and Review Gforge Site as initial requirements.

· We need to be able to export user entered information that needs to be taken to the more formal development environment (i.e. Protégé).

· SMW needs to be able to pull data from Protégé.  A decision needs to be made on pulling data on DTS and LexBig. 
· SMW need security to validate user supplied information for Account Creation, Uploading Documents, Examining CVS, Modifying/Editing data (Authentication/Authorization)

· Need project definition to associate users/roles within projects (whether project-to-wiki is a 1:1 relationship or a 1:many relationship.

· Need to be able to update the backend database without disrupting existing datasets (used by different groups)
